AmeriCorps recruiting Energy Express coordinators of volunteers this summer

Do you want to help improve your community by getting others more involved?  Consider being an AmeriCorps member for Energy Express this summer.  

Energy Express is a nationally acclaimed AmeriCorps summer reading and nutrition program that makes reading fun for approximately 3,000 of West Virginia’s children.   Each Energy Express site has an average of 58 community, family, and teen volunteers, and it is the responsibility of the volunteer coordinator to link these volunteers to the children.
The AmeriCorps volunteer coordinator’s service includes training and orientation, and recruiting volunteers to assist each child participant with reading, writing, and art activities and helping with other activities as needed that support the Energy Express site.  The volunteer coordinator will also be responsible for training and managing volunteers as well as arranging recognition for family and community volunteers.   In return for their service, AmeriCorps volunteer coordinators receive a $1600 summer living allowance, a $1000 education award that can be used for up to seven years for tuition and college loans, and 300 community service hours.  


In the summer of 2007, Energy Express had 78 sites in 41 counties across West Virginia; this makes for great options no matter where “home” is.  Plans are already underway for another fun filled summer of Energy Express statewide.  From June 10 to August 1, 2008, volunteer coordinators will be making a difference in their community.

   
Community members who will be 18 years of age before June 10, 2008 are invited to apply to serve as Energy Express AmeriCorps volunteer coordinators. The application deadline is March 1, 2008 or until all positions are filled.
